3. Taking legal findings into political forums
e Working with legal bodies would allow more influence over the outcome
e HIC made contributions to:
o 2004: ICJ Advisory Opinion on Reparation Rights in Palestine
2006: UNGA's basic principles of rights of victims to remedy and reparation
2007: UN register of damage (UNROD) - HIC pushed for UNROD data to be used for reparations
2008 - 2009: Goldstone report on human rights violations during Israeli invasion of Gaza
2011: HIC pushes UNGA to re-establish the Centre Against Apartheid (UNCAA)
o By 2024: Use of UNROD data, Goldstone report and re-establishment of the UNCAA not approved
e HIC’s conclusion:
o UN legal system has shown some response
o UN political system (state action) is failing
o Political action becomes our / civil society responsibility - people’s power!
